Declaration of Dependence Upon Almighty God

In the Church of Jesus Christ. In the year of our Lord, 2009.

We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator
with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness.
- from the Declaration of Independence of the Thirteen Colonies, July 4, 1776

Inasmuch as President Barack Obama has stated in 2009, while on a trip to a Muslim nation, that the United
States of America is not a Christian nation but a secular nation, we the undersigned believers in Jesus Christ
and non-believing friends of Christianity are motivated to respectfully respond to our head-of-state.
